Keep this in mind

Have you ever visited another
flying field as an observer? If so, |
bet you’ve had an experience
similar to some that I’ve had.
Here’s the scenario. I’m behind
the fence in the spectator area,
observing a dozen plus pilots doing
exactly what we do at our field: fly,
fix, and gab. However, the fence
might as well be a one-way mirror.
I can see them, but they can’t see
me. Not much different than a zoo
exhibit where the animals are
oblivious to spectators.
After a lengthy visit where | got
as much attention as the fence |
was leaning against, | left without
making eye contact with a single
member. Sure, | could have
initiated contact and likely had
some pleasant conversations, but
after a certain point of going
unnoticed, speaking to a member
would have been similar to
throwing rocks at the zoo animals
to get their attention.
I’ve visited a few clubs over the
years and this scenario has
happened more than once. The
times | did have a member initiate
conversation, it was typically with
only one person while the others
remained in their “cliques.” I don’t
think I need to describe my
impressions of clubs that don’t
acknowledge their visitors.
Thinking of the friendly nature
of our many members, | doubt any
visitor near the action would get
away without chatting with a
member. But | believe it’s
important to remain conscious of
visitors and make them feel
welcome. | want like to encourage
everyone to introduce him or
herself to an unfamiliar face. On
occasions when people only pull
halfway down the drive to observe,
be sure to give a friendly wave.
Doing what we can to be
perceived as a “friendly” club could
reap many benefits. You never
know when a visitor could be the
chief state park ranger or our
future club president.

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1. Article 1-1 Duties: Add the following sentence just after the title (Board of Directors ): The Board of Di-
rectors of the Kent County Aeromodelers shall consist of the President, Vice-president, Secretary, Treasurer,
News Letter Editor (Member at Large), and the Chairpersons of the four standing committees.

2. Article 1-1, Line 7: Replace "or by" with "of”

3. Article I-1, Line 15: Change $50.00 to $100.00.

4. Article 1-1, Line 16: Insert the following sentence after the word spending. "The Chairperson of the Field
Committee is authorized to expend such funds as necessary to maintain the field and the field maintenance
equipment.”

5. Article 1-1: Add "The duties of the members of the Board of Directors are as follows:" at end of paragraph.
6. Re-designate Articles 1-2,3,4, 5,and 6 as a., b, c., d., e., and f.

The standing committing chair person: The Chairpersons of each Standing Committee (Membership, Safety,
Field, and Training) are responsible for the duties and activities related to their respective committees and will
report their activities to the Board of Directors and the General Membership.

7. Article Il: Remove paragraph number.

8. Article I11-1: Replace "inclusive™ with "included as part of the".

9. Article IV: Remove paragraph number.

10. Article V: Rewrite to read: The Chairperson of the standing committees shall be appointed by the Presi-
dent of KCAM to serve throughout the President's term of office and at the President’s pleasure.

11. Article V-1 a.: Add number 4: 4. Training Committee

12. Article V-Ic: Add" All" to the beginning of the sentence.

13. Article VI-I: Rewrite "Tuesday of month" to read "Tuesday of each month™ and add

“as” after “at such place”.

. 14. Article VI-2: Replace "be over" with "consist of more than".

15. Article XI11-4: Remove the sentence: "The membership, by a majority vote of the members present at a
meeting, shall approve any application for membership."

[KCAM By-Laws, Article 10-3, 'Amendments’ states: "At any general meeting, the By-Laws may be changed
by two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of all members present without prior notification or with 15 days notice to
all members at a special meeting."]



Corrections to KCAM Constitution

1. Correct spacing and punctuation in title. (Remove spaces, insert comma after
Aeromodelers.)

Article ITI-1. — Correct spelling (perspective to prospective.)

Article ITI-2. — Remove. No longer vote applicants into club.

Article III-3. — Change to Article ITII-2. Insert period after applicant and
remove male or female, however. Capitalize There and place colon after
Membership.

5. Article IlI-4, ITI-5 and I1I-6 will be renumbered.
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[KCAM By-Laws, Article 10-2, Amendments states: “Amendments to the
Constitution may be made at any meeting provided all members are
notified at least 45 days in advance and they are approved by two-thirds
(2/3) majority of all eligible members at the meeting.”]
